The Nautical Origin of Rummage Sales
[image: yardsale]Whether you call it a garage sale, rummage sale, or yard sale, you are doing the same thing...selling your unwanted possessions for small change.
You may not know that yard and garage sales really got their start in shipyards in the early 1800’s with “rummage" or "rommage" sales, where shipping companies would sell unclaimed cargo at a discount.
The word rummage comes from the Middle French word arrumage, which meant the "arrangement of cargo in a shop's hold." The associated verb was arrumer "to stow goods in the hold of a ship." In the 1600's, the term came to mean "to closely search the hold of a ship, especially by moving things about."
Then in the 1800's ships began to hold popular "rummage/rommage" sales, though by now the cargo was unloaded from the hold before the sale. (The words rommage and rummage are phonetic differences, like po-tay-to/po-tah-to.) In the late 1800’s, rommage sales moved to community centers like churches. Then in the 1950's and 1960's, they became what we know them as today...rummage, yard, and garage sales.
