For Small Landlords, Non-Paying Tenants Can Be a Nightmare


For small, mom-and-pop landlords, a non-paying tenant isn’t just frustrating—it can quickly become a financial crisis. Unlike large operators, they don’t have the cushion to absorb months of missed rent. And turning to housing court isn’t the quick fix it once was. Delays, procedural hurdles, and drawn-out timelines can leave a unit tied up far longer than most small landlords can realistically afford. What other options do they have?


One is using structured payment plans, giving tenants a path to catch up—if it’s handled early and in writing. 


Another is cash-for-keys, offering a financial incentive for tenants to move out, saving money in the long run. 


There’s also a shift toward risk management with rent guarantee insurance that can offset losses


Low income housing voucher programs offer more reliable payment streams and may be a future option. 


Sometimes a professional property manager is more experienced and able to handle rent challenges more effectively than the owner.

Is It a Town, Row, or Terrace House?


  If you've travelled between the US, Canada, and the UK, you might have noticed that a particular type of home looks the same but is called something different in each place. In the US it’s called a Townhouse. In Canada it might be a Row �House. And in the UK, a Terraced House. 


Each is a narrow, multi-storied home, designed to use land more efficiently. Row House is the most obvious of the names, as the homes are all in a row. Terraced Homes comes from the idea that visually rows of homes sit on terraces on a hillside, like a garden. And the idea of a Townhouse came literally from a time when wealthy country people owned a narrow house in the city; their 'town' house.
